Mokume-Gane Band Rings
Hadar Jacobson

A few designs of mukume-gane band rings will be introduced, as well as sizing and solutions for 
the reaction of base metal with the skin. The class will cover in depth the firing process of base 
metal in general, and firing rings in particular. (The description on my website will give more 
details and many photos).

Students Should Bring

•  50 grams copper metal clay

•  50 grams bronze metal clay

•  25 grams pearl gray steel clay

   (more needed if you might get carried away)

•  Report cover (plastic, clear top)

•  Sponge sanding pads

•  150 grit wet/dry sandpaper

•  Small spray bottles for olive oil and water

•  Small mixing bowl

•  Mixing tool (table knife or spoon)

•  Roller

•  Scraper or tissue blade

•  Plastic food wrap

•  Playing cards

•  Craft knife

•  Paintbrush

•  Small cup for water

•  Stepped mandrel and ring sizer (optional)

•  Bead rollers for polymer clay (optional)

•  Tube adapters for clay extruder 

    (can be shared)

•  Warming plate (coffee mug/candle warmer)
•  Extension cord, power strip, masking tape

•  Scotch tape

•  Nail polisher and set of files

•  (recommended) Set of diamond-plated burs 

     (Rio Grande #343-050; SFJS #434-606)

•  Protective mask and goggles

•  Magnifiers and Ott light as desired

•  Rotary tool

•  Baldwin’s Patina (Rio #335-020 or SFJS #342-305)

•  Q-Tips or equivalent

•  220 and 400 grit wet/dry sandpaper, one each

•  Drum mandrel, 1/2”

•  Slotted mandrel, straight head 

    (Rio #333-130; SFJS #432-338)

•  Slotted mandrel, tapered head 

    (Rio #333-132; SFJS #432-339)

•  Extra fine mini fiber wheel 

    (red, Rio #338-123; SFJS #325-201)
